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The Scottish Ministers have made the following order, in exercise of the powers conferred by
sections 2(1) and 152(2) of the Roads (Scotland) Act 1984(a) and of all other powers enabling
them to do so.

Citation and commencement

1. This Order may be cited as the A828 Trunk Road (Duror Village Cycle Track)
(Redetermination of Means of Exercise of Public Right of Passage) Order 2013 and comes into
force on 28th January 2013.

Redeter mination of means of exercise of public right of passage

2. The length of road in Highland specified in the Schedule to this Order, at present footway,
shall become cycle track, the right of passage being exercisable on pedal cycle and foot only.
