ROAD TRAFFIC 

The A5 Trunk Road (Eastern Way, Heath and Reach, 
Bedfordshire) (De-restriction) Order 2011 

Made - - - - 6th April 2011 

Coming into force - - 20th April 2011 

The Secretary of State for Transport makes the following Order in exercise of the powers 
conferred by sections 82(2)(a) and 83(1) of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984(a):

1. This Order may be cited as the A5 Trunk Road (Eastern Way, Heath and Reach, 
Bedfordshire) (De-restriction) Order 2011 and shall come into force on 20th April 2011. 

2. The A5 Trunk Road between points 400 metres south and 600 metres north of the centre line 
of its junction with Eastern Way, a distance of 1000 metres, at Heath and Reach in the District of 
Central Bedfordshire in the County of Bedfordshire shall cease to be a restricted road for the 
purpose of section 81of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984.

EXPLANATORY NOTE 

(This note is not part of the Order) 

This Order will restore the national speed limit of 60 miles per hour to the A5 Trunk Road where, 
by virtue of the existence of street lighting, the speed limit has previously been restricted to 30 
miles per hour.
