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PROTOCOL FOR THE PROLONGATION OF THE FIVE YEAR 
TRADE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE UNITED KINGDOM 
OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN IRELAND AND 
THE UNION OF SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLICS OF 
MAY 24, 1959 

The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern 
Ireland and the Government of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics; 

Having discussed the results of the development of trade relations 
between the two countries on the basis of the Five Year Trade Agreement 
between the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and 
the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics of May 24, 1959(‘); 

Recognising that this Agreement has played a positive part in the 
expansion of mutually beneficial trade between the United Kingdom and the 
Soviet Union; 

Have agreed as follows : 

ARTICLE I 

The Five Year Trade Agreement between the United Kingdom of Great 
Britain and Northern Ireland and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics of 
May 24, 1959 shall be prolonged for a period of five years from July 1. 1964 
to June 30. 1969. 

ARTICLE 2 

The present Protocol shall enter into force on the date of its signature and 
shall remain in force until June 30, 1969. 

In witness whereof the undersigned, being duly authorised thereto, have 
signed the present Protocol. 

Done in duplicate at London on April 23. 1964, in the English and 
Russian languages, both texts being equally authoritative.
